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A, Choose the desired location and teach the puppy wheare to go
1. Ensure that the location is practical and easy to sccess (e.g., & short walk from the back door).
2. Go out with your puppy every tima and enthusiastically praise elimination in the desired area.
3. Take the pet gut whan it is most likely o need to eliminate:
- Following play, exercige, meals, naps and being releasaed from confinement. Feading and drinking may slimulate eEmination
Therefore, supervise well afler feeding and plan to fake the pupoy out to eliminate within 30 (o 30 minubes after it eals,
- Prior to confinement or bedtirme,
4. Consider ieaching your puppy 1o 'ge’ on command by saying a command ward, such as ‘hurry up,’ In & positive fone & i1 squats
to eliminate.
B. Maintain 8 consistent schedule
1. Offer food two to three times each day at the same time.
2. Omly laave the food down for 20 minwtes or until your puppy walks away. Howavar, you should also discuss with your vatarinarian

how to assess your puppy's body score (1La , whather it is foo haavy, skinny, or normal} so that food quantity can ba adjusted
according to your pet's needs,
3. Take up e water bowl aboul one o two hours prior 1o bedlime,

Conlinefsupervise (small reom, crale, or lie-down)

Unitil the puppy hasg completed four consecutive weeks without gailing n the home, it should be within eyezight of a family member

ar confined 1o a safe puppy-procfed area.

2. Tha room, crate, or pan wsed for confinement is intended to serva as a safe, comfortable bed, playpen, or dan for the puppy. The
puppy should not be confined to this sraa until after it has eliminated and had sufficient exercies and social intarsction {i.e.. when it
i5 due for a skeep, nap, of rest) and should nat be confinad for any longer than it can contral elimination, unkess paper-fraining
fechnigues are being used

3. Most puppies can control elimination through the night by four months of age. During the daylime, puppies four months or less
usually have a few hours of control, while puppies five months and over may be able 1o st longer betwean eliminations,

4. If the pupgy eliminates in s cage, il may have been left there longer than if can be confined without eliminaling, or the cage may
be large enaugh that it sleeps in ane end and 2liminales in the ather; in this case a dwvider might be used temporanly. Alsa, If the
puppy Is anxious about being confined to ts crate or left alone, it is unlikely 1o keep the crate clean.

5 Use & leash indeors to help suparvise the puppy. By observing the puppy closely for pre-glimination signs, the puppy can be

trained to aliminate cutdocrs without the need for punishment and may soon learn t signal when it has to eliminata.
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0. Handling mistakes

1. Punishment is ganerally not indicated as part of 3 housatraiming program. Tha geal is fo interrugt your puppy i it is caught in the act
af eliminating indacrs, and direct it 1o the appropriate location 56 that il can be rewarded when it eliminates there

2. Myou cateh your puppy in the act of eliminating indocrs, quickly say 'ne’ and clap your hands of pull on the leash to imerrupt the
behavicur (you hawe one ko two seconds to catch it in the act). Then take the pet outside and praise it enthusiastically upon
campletion,

3. If urine or stool i found an the floor after the puppy has eliminated, do not consider any form of comection since the puppy will not
associate the correction with the eimination. You can prevent re-soiling in the homs by closing doors or moving furniture to prevent
access to the location, booby trapping the location with a repellent or motion detector, constant supervision of your pupoy, and by
consistantly rewarding elimination cutdoors.

E. Cdour elimination

Clean up any adaurs from indoor elimination. Be cerlain to use encugh sdour neulralizer b get to the ssurce of the odour, Use ane of
the products that have been specifically designed to elimanate pet uring odours (chemical madification, enzymes, bacterial odour
remaval), and follow the label directions,

F. Paper training
While it iz best to skip paper fraining and immediately frain the pup to eliminate cutdoors, this approach is sometimes necessary for
apartmant dwellars or when it is not practical to take the puppy cutside fraguently encugh.

For paper iraming, the puppy should be confined 10 & roam of pen with paper covering the floor excepl for & sleeping area. The puppy
should be confined fo this area while you are out. or when you cannof supervise. Paper fraining can be combined with outdogr fraining
$0 thatl the puppy leamns that there are two appropriate places to eliminate, The crale could be used for confinement for shorter depar-
tures and the papered arss for langer depariures. Another oplion S 1o rain the pup to use an indoor liter product oF puppy pad,

Im some households and In some communities, it meght also be practical 1o house the dog in an outdeor run, or provide a dog door with
outdeor access if the awner cannot be home ta let the dog outside when it neads to eliminate.
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
